3. Financial Information

a. Developer shall describe the financing structure to fund the planning, design, construction, operation and maintenance, and decommissioning of the proposed system;

b. Developer shall provide a detailed budget for the planning, design, construction, operation and maintenance, and decommissioning of the proposed system;

c. Developer shall provide detailed information on its assumed assessed value of the system and associated local property tax obligations;

d. Developer shall provide detailed information on its proposed energy sale pricing and term, for energy that will be generated and sold or stored and sold under an agreement with the EDC;

e. Developer shall provide detailed information on its proposed REC sale pricing and term for energy that will be generated and sold under an agreement with the EDC;

f. Developer shall provide detailed information on any other revenue anticipated to be generated by the system, including environmental attributes and other revenues;

g. Developer shall provide projected annual electrical production data for the CEF and total projected annual revenues.

h. Developer shall propose a “Site Control Fee” Developer will pay MIRA for exclusive site control of the Property for the express purpose of submitting a Proposal in response to the DEEP RFP.  Site control fee will be payable upon execution of Option Agreement between MIRA and MIRA’s selected Developer.

i. Developer shall propose a monthly “Access Fee” Developer will pay MIRA upon the execution of the Development Agreement in accordance with Section 3 of the Development Agreement (Section 6 of the RFP Package Documents).  Note that Developer must propose an Access Fee that is a minimum of $1,250/month.  Developer may propose an Access Fee that is tied to the size of the system (a per megawatt fee), an Access Fee that is priced based on the acreage of the system, or another fee structure that is acceptable to MIRA.  For example, in its proposal, a Developer can propose i) a fixed Access Fee that is the same each month of the term; ii) or a hybrid Access Fee that has a fixed component (which will serve as a price floor) but in addition has a variable component (e.g. a variable component tied to an annual CPI increase, or a variable component that is tied to the annual revenues of the CEF).  If the Developer proposes an Access Fee with a variable component that is tied to the Annual Revenues of the CEF, information regarding Developer’s projected annual production and revenues will be incorporated into the Development Agreement.    
4. Operation and Maintenance
a. Developer shall provide an operation and maintenance plan to summarize the ongoing activities required to maintain clean energy facility operation:  
i. Plan shall address describe measures to maintain the integrity of the landfill cap during the development, construction, operation and decommissioning phases of the project;
ii. Plan shall include details pertaining to the required security measures, including any proposed surveillance equipment and fencing;  
iii. Plan shall include a list of all anticipated maintenance activities, and a schedule for such activities throughout the term of the agreement.
5. Decommissioning
a. Developer shall provide an initial draft decommissioning plan for decommissioning the clean energy facility at the start of the Decommissioning Phase of the Development Agreement (As Per Section 2.1.3 of the Development Agreement (Section 6 of the RFP Package Documents).
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
