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1.  Pricing overview

Herein this form, a proposer (hereafter in this form “Contractor”) should provide their on-call per-ton price (the “Transportation Price”) to each potential Diversion Facility identified herein for which they are submitting a proposal, which Transportation Price includes Contractor’s price on a per-ton basis, if called upon by MIRA to do so, to a) pick up diverted MSW from a CSWS facility; b) transport that diverted MSW to the Diversion Facility identified.  This form is divided into two sections as follows:

· Section 2 includes those Potential Disposal Facilities that have been pre-identified by MIRA.

· In Section 3, proposer should identify additional proposer-controlled potential disposal facilities other than those listed in Section 2.

Proposers are encouraged to submit Transportation Prices for any Diversion Facility to which they can provide the transportation services but Proposers are not required to submit prices for every Diversion Facility listed in Section 2.
2.  Transportation fees to Potential MIRA-designated facility(ies)
In this Section 2 are potential disposal facilities which have been identified by MIRA (each a potential “MIRA-Designated Diversion Facility”) some or all of whom MIRA expects to contact to obtain disposal pricing on a temporary spot waste basis at the time MIRA must divert waste from the CSWS (hereafter “Spot Disposal Pricing”).  In Table 2a below, Proposer should submit their per-ton transportation price (transportation only, not including disposal) to any of the potential MIRA-Designated Diversion Facilities for which they are submitting a proposal.  Use of any facility in Table 2a would be contingent on MIRA obtaining a disposal agreement with the facility.

3.  Transportation fees for additional Contractor-Designated Diversion Facility(ies)

In table 3a below, Proposer should indicate any additional potential Diversion Facility (other than those listed in Section 2 above) at which the Proposer has capacity that could be made available to MIRA and the transportation price per-ton that Proposer would charge MIRA to transport diverted MSW to that Contractor-designated Diversion Facility.  This Contractor- Designated Diversion Facility would then be added to MIRA’s call list to obtain disposal pricing on a temporary spot-waste basis at the time MIRA must divert waste from the CSWS (hereafter “Diversion Disposal Pricing”).

4.  Transportation Fee Adjustments and Fuel Surcharges
4.1 Transportation Fee Adjustments and Fuel Surcharges Overview 
For the Services associated with transporting diverted MSW in Section 2 and Section 3 of this form, the transportation fee will be adjusted in two parts. The TF will be separated into a non-fuel based portion (“TFnon-fuel”) which will be adjusted annually based on changes to the Consumer Price Index (“CPI”) specified herein, and a diesel fuel based portion (“TFfuel”) which will be adjusted continually based on the price of fuel.  This separation will be based on the following formula:

TFnon-fuel = 0.85 x TForig
TFbasefuel = 0.15 x TForig
where TForig is the Transportation Fee in effect on July 1, 2018.

4.2 Annual Non-Fuel Adjustment

For each fiscal year (the consecutive 12 month period beginning July 1) of the Term after the first fiscal year (each a “New Fiscal Year”), the TFnon-fuel portion set forth in Subsection 4.1 shall be adjusted annually to reflect the difference in the Consumer Price Index (“CPI”) value for Series ID CUURX100SAO as published by the U.S. Department of Labor, Bureau of Labor Statistics (All items in Northeast urban - Size Class B/C, all urban consumers, not seasonally adjusted) between the CPI index value at the start of the first Fiscal Year of the Agreement (i.e. July 2018) compared annually to the index value for the June immediately preceding the New Fiscal Year (e.g. For the Fiscal Year starting July 1, 2020, the annual TFnon-fuel adjustment would be based on the difference between the CPI value for July 2018 and the CPI value for June 2020).

TFnon-fuel = TFnon-fuel base x ((CPIpriorend – CPIbase)/CPIbase)
where TFnon-fuel base is the TFnon-fuel at the start of the first fiscal year of the Agreement (July 1, 2018); CPIn is, for any Operating Year, CPI for the month of June immediately preceding such Operating Year; and “CPIn-1” is, for any Operating Year, CPI for the month of June immediately preceding the Operating Year that immediately precedes such Operating Year.
4.3 Fuel Adjustment

The TFfuel portion set forth in Subsection 1 shall be adjusted monthly based on the following formula to reflect the change in the Northeast Urban Automotive Diesel Fuel (Series ID Number APU010074717) as published monthly by the U.S. Department of Labor, Bureau of Labor Statistics from those in effect July 2018 (“BLS Fuel Price”).
TFfuelnew = TFfuelbase x (FPnew)/FPbase)

where TFfuelnew is the fuel-based portion of the transportation fee (as specified in Section 4.1) that will be in effect during any month of the Term; TFfuelbase is the fuel-based portion of the Transportation Fee (as specified in Section 4.1) that was in effect starting July 1, 2018; FPnew is the BLS Fuel Price for the respective month; and FPbase is the BLS Fuel Price on July 1, 2018.
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
